I. REMAINING DISPUTED ISSUES

The following issues remain unresolved and are submitted to the Court for determination:
1. Allocation of parental responsibilities and parenting time
2. Child support (including retroactive support from March 12, 2025)
3. Division of marital property and debts
4. Maintenance (retroactive from March 12, 2025)

5. Production of financial and travel documents in Respondent's sole possession

IIl. STATEMENT OF FACTS

A. Employment and Financial Arrangement

At Respondent Lauren Alicia Dorsey's request, Petitioner left his employment to serve as the
primary caregiver for the parties' minor children, Lucia (DOB March 4, 2020) and Rae (DOB
March 9, 2022). Respondent, earning approximately $135,000 gross per year, assumed sole
responsibility for managing the household finances. While Respondent would periodically
express concern about money problems, her conduct was inconsistent with those
representations. Petitioner relied on Respondent's representations and was not given a full
and accurate picture of the family's actual financial condition.

B. Financial Misconduct and Concealment



Throughout the marriage, Respondent engaged in a sustained pattern of financial
misconduct:

1. Credit obtained in Petitioner's name: Petitioner trusted Respondent completely with
household finances. Respondent obtained credit in Petitioner's name, which Petitioner
understood at the time to be for their joint benefit. This accumulation contributed to the
Chapter 7 bankruptcy and left Petitioner with lasting financial harm.

2. Chapter 7 bankruptcy (discharge January 9, 2024): Petitioner cooperated, trusting
Respondent's representations. It was only later that Petitioner came to understand the full
extent of the financial mismanagement Respondent had concealed.

3. Cash assistance and unemployment -- repayment borne solely by Petitioner: In
approximately May/June 2020, Respondent filed for cash assistance and unemployment
benefits. Boulder County approved $531/month cash plus $445/month food
(~$976/month total). Both parties received and benefited from these funds. Respondent
failed to properly report his unemployment income as required, creating an overpayment
obligation. Boulder County pursued collection. Petitioner -- who had no role in the failure
to report -- is currently subject to reduced EBT/SNAP benefits to repay the full
overpayment entirely on his own. Respondent has made no contribution to repayment.
Petitioner requests the Court order Respondent to reimburse Petitioner for all
overpayment amounts deducted from his benefits.

4. Roof insurance proceeds (documents in Respondent's sole possession):
Respondent received an insurance payment for roof damage and used those funds
without disclosure to Petitioner, without completing the repairs. All roof insurance records
are in Respondent's sole possession. Petitioner requests the Court order their production.

5. Home sale proceeds: The marital home at 10975 Birch Dr, Thornton, CO 80233 was
sold on or about April 11, 2025 for $475,000 (MLS# 2054756) while Respondent was in
Hawaii. Respondent retained all net equity without disclosure to Petitioner. Petitioner is
entitled to one-half of the net equity.

6. Personal travel (records in Respondent's sole possession): During the marriage,
Respondent made two trips to Texas, one to Canada, and a six-week trip to India
(October--December 2024) while Petitioner served as primary caregiver. Respondent
relocated to Hawaii on March 12, 2025. All travel records are in Respondent's sole
possession.

C. Respondent's Relocation -- March 12, 2025

On March 5, 2025, Respondent notified Petitioner in writing that she was relocating to Hawaii,
providing her address as 12-7045 Wehelauniu St, Pahoa, HI 96778. Respondent flew out of
Colorado on March 12, 2025, leaving both minor children in Petitioner's sole care. Following



the sale of the marital home on April 11, 2025, Respondent transported her personal vehicle --
a 2010 Mazda CX7 -- to Hawaii.

D. Prior Extended Absence -- India Trip

On or about October 31, 2024, Respondent departed for India for over six weeks, during
which she ceased providing food for the minor children. Petitioner sought employment
washing cars and applied for SNAP benefits to provide for the children.

E. Financial Waste of Marital Assets and Deliberate Endangerment

Respondent ceased paying the mortgage and listed the home for short sale. On May 13,
2024, Respondent allowed Petitioner's 2015 Dodge Ram -- approximately $20,000 in equity --
to be repossessed due to missed payments Petitioner had no knowledge of.

Prior to her March 12, 2025 departure, Respondent contacted the utility company and
falsely reported that the marital home was vacant, causing the electricity to be
disconnected. Petitioner and the minor children were living in the home. Petitioner received no
advance notice and discovered the shutoff only upon finding the home without power during
freezing temperatures. Respondent's deliberate misrepresentation left Petitioner and the
minor children -- ages 3 and 5 at the time -- without heat or power in winter conditions.

F. Petitioner's Financial Recovery

Petitioner obtained employment in auto detailing and on June 14, 2025 established Phantom
Auto LLC (Colorado Entity ID: 20251663153). Petitioner has been the sole financial and
physical provider for the minor children since March 12, 2025.

G. Child Safety Concerns

Petitioner has serious concerns regarding Respondent's ability to safely supervise the minor
children:

1. Unsupervised children: Respondent routinely left the minor children unsupervised.
Rae was found at a construction park over one mile from the home. Neighbor Jamie
Scollard notified Respondent, who was unaware Rae had left.

2. Law enforcement contact: An anonymous neighbor contacted law enforcement
regarding children left unsupervised and unclothed outside. Law enforcement indicated
this was recurring.

3. Frostbite incident (December 31, 2024): Respondent called Petitioner saying she
could not handle Rae. Rae had been left outside in below-freezing temperatures without
gloves, with visible frostbite on her hands.



4. Sleep disruption: Since Respondent's return to Colorado, both children are kept
awake at night while Respondent talks on the phone in the bed they share. Children
return to Petitioner's care fatigued and disregulated.

H. Respondent's Housing Instability and Evidence of Intent to Return to Hawaii

The totality of the evidence strongly suggests Respondent's return to Colorado is temporary
and litigation-driven.

1. Multiple unexplained address changes: Since returning in approximately February
2026:

a. Lee Hill Drive, Boulder -- changed without explanation

b. 3570 33rd St #3, Boulder, CO 80301

c. 1750 33rd St, Boulder, CO 80301 -- current; sharing a single bed with both children
d. Actively searching for housing in Longmont, CO

2. Vehicle remains in Hawaii: Respondent's 2010 Mazda CX7 remains in Hawaii. When
asked directly in February 2026, Respondent refused to answer.

3. Virtual employment: Respondent works virtually -- her employment requires no
physical presence in Colorado and would not prevent her from returning to Hawaii at any
time.

4. Extended Hawaii residence: Respondent maintained her Hawaii address from March
12, 2025 through February 2026 -- nearly a full year.

5. No stable Colorado housing: More than three weeks after returning, Respondent has
no confirmed independent permanent residence.

Petitioner requests relocation protective provisions as detailed in Section lll.

I. Vehicle -- 2006 Scion tC

Respondent obtained the marital 2006 Scion tC by representing she had no vehicle in
Colorado, while failing to disclose that her 2010 Mazda CX7 had been shipped to Hawaii and
refusing to disclose plans for it.

Ill. PETITIONER'S PROPOSED PARENTING PLAN
Primary residential custody: Petitioner (Monday through Friday)

Respondent's parenting time: Every other weekend, subject to conditions below

Basis -- C.R.S. Section 14-10-124:



1. Petitioner is sole physical caregiver and primary financial provider since March 12,
2025.

2. Respondent has no stable independent Colorado residence, vehicle in Hawaii, virtual
employment.

3. Child safety concerns: unsupervised incidents, law enforcement, frostbite, sleep
disruption, deliberate utility disconnection while children in home.

4. Children are stable, rested, and in school consistently in Petitioner's care.

Requested provisions in Permanent Orders:

A. Conditional parenting time: Respondent maintains verified stable Colorado residence
with adequate sleeping arrangements.

B. Relocation trigger: 30-day absence = substantial change of circumstances under
C.R.S. Section 14-10-129; Petitioner may seek expedited modification.

C. Anti-removal: Neither party removes children from Colorado without written consent or
Court order.

D. Address notification: Respondent provides current address and any change within 48
hours.

E. Sole educational decision-making for Petitioner given Respondent's history of
absence.

IV. PETITIONER'S POSITION ON OTHER DISPUTED ISSUES
A. Child Support

Income imputed to Respondent at $135,000+ gross/year based on RN credentials, prior
earnings (AGI $153,681 in 2023; $119,003 in 2024), and documented Hawaii employment
offer. Petitioner ~260 overnights/year; Respondent ~52.

Retroactive Child Support from March 12, 2025:

Estimated retroactive balance: $17,670--$23,670 after $330 credit.

B. Marital Debt

Petitioner requests the Court assign the substantial majority of marital debt to Respondent
given her pattern of financial mismanagement.

C. EBT Overpayment Reimbursement

Petitioner requests Respondent reimburse the full amount of EBT reductions imposed due to
Respondent's failure to report Petitioner's unemployment income. Both parties benefited from
the assistance received; Petitioner alone is bearing the cost of repayment.

D. Maintenance -- Retroactive from March 12, 2025

Pursuant to C.R.S. Section 14-10-114. Petitioner left career at Respondent's request to serve
as primary caregiver. Amount and duration to be determined by the Court.

2. Travel records: All booking confirmations, itineraries, receipts, and financial records
for two trips to Texas (2024), one trip to Canada (2024), six-week trip to India
(October--December 2024), and March 2025 relocation to Hawaii.

3. Home sale closing statement: HUD-1 or settlement statement from the April 11,
2025 sale showing mortgage payoff, selling costs, and net proceeds.

4. Complete financial disclosures: Full income, asset, and financial activity
documentation from January 2024 to present, including any Hawaii bank accounts or
income sources.
